Installation procedures for an In wall cistern in a stud wall

1. Minimum cavity (stud pocket) N
dimensions for installation of the N
in-wall cistern, 553mm wide, 90mm N N
deep.

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2. For the distance from the finished floor level to the centre of the water
inlet, please refer to the toilet manufacturers installation instruction.

Fit the in wall tank to the stud’s using the tek screws ensuring the centre
of the water inlet is at the correct distance above the finished floor level.
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3. Screw the flush plate shield into position.
= Flush Plate Shield

4. We recommend before cutting /

the wall lining, the toilet is fitted to
the frame to verify that the pan height
to the finished floor level is correct.
Cut the wall lining to suit the position =
of the flush plate, waste pipe, flush
pipe and toilet fixing holes. Fit the
wall lining to the stud.

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5. Using a sharp knife, trim the flush plate /

shield back level with the finishedwall.

If the finished wall is to be tiled please
ensure the thickness of the tile is included.
The trimmed flush plate shield must sit
flush with the finished wall.

6. Fit flush pipe connectors and
gasket to the flush pipe inlet on the Flush Pipe

toilet. Fit the waste pipe connector Connector
and gasket to the waste pipe outlet
on the toilet. =

7. Mark on the pipe connectors
the position of the rear of the toilet.
Remove the pipe connectors.

8. Mark on the pipe connectors a second line, which represents the
connection distance required to connect the toilet to the flush and waste
pipes within the wall. This connection distance is the distance between the
rear of the tank and the hole in the wall lining.

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9. Cut both the waste pipe and
flush pipe at the connection distance
marks. Remove all burrs from the
cut edges and reinstall on the toilet.

Flush Plate installation

10. Fix the locking plate to the flush
plate shield usaing the plastic locking
bolts. To lock the bolts in position turn
the bolt until the tab on the bolt head is
vertical. Trim the length of the locking
bolts if required.

11. Screw the flush rods into the flush
actuator until the unthreaded end of
the rod is flush with the locking plate.
Ensure the flush rod is secured
through the square holes at the rear
of the flush actuator.

Test the flush action to ensure it is
moving smoothly. Adjust the flush Rod
rod as required and then tighten the Unthreaded
lock nuts to prevent adjustment over time. End

12. With the cover positoned as shown, with the large button on the left
hand side. Place the tabs of the cover on the bottom edge of the locking
plate and push the cover into the position.

Ensure the flush button operates smoothly.
