
(B) The centre of the
holes on the toilet pan should

be within these two rectangles.

 TEMPLATE  INSTRUCTIONS

1) Carefully remove the existing seat from
the toilet pan.

2) Place the template on the pan, this face up,
ensuring that the back edge of the outline (A)
is away from the cistern.

3) Locate the  holes inside the cut-outs (B).

4) Reposition the template so the bumpers (C) are
mostly covering the rim of the pan and the front
edge of the template (D) is over hanging the rim
by 0-10mm. If the overhang is too great, it may
result in reduced comfort when using the seat.

5) Take note of the power and water inlet locations:
- Supplied water inlet hose is 0.5m in length.
- Supplied power cord is 1.5m in length.
- RCD power outlet is required (not supplied).

 PRELIMINARY  CHECK  INSTRUCTIONS

1) Take measurements from the toilet pan.
The existing toilet seat may need to be
removed if there is restricted access to
the following dimensions:
- Seat  holes (centre to centre).
- Distance between the cistern to the

centre of the seat  holes.
- Distance between the centre of the

seat  holes to the front of the pan.

2) If the resulting measurements comply
with the above diagram, the
Bidet Seat is a likely match. Proceed to
removing the existing seat and
this trail template.

(D) These edges should, ideally, not overhang
the pan rim by more than 10mm.

(A) Ensure that this back edge does not interfere with the cistern.
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(C) This is where the
bumpers are located on
the underside of the 
bidet seat. All four 
should be positioned 
over the rim of the pan.
