/ Read all instructions carefully before starting the installation to ensure the best \
possible results. It is the responsibility of the installer to ensure that the installation
IMPORTANT complies with council and local authority by laws.

Before installing the liner ensure that the plumbing does not interfere with the moulded

features of the wall liner and with the swing-arc of the door inside the shower:

« Corner Contour (and Plus) walls - No plumbing fittings within 300 mm of the corner.

» Side Recessed Walls - No interference within 400 mm of the corner on the side that the moulded shelving
is protruding into the framing cavity.

+ On the Tivoli® INSwing® shower doors, the door partially retracts into the shower enclosure. Ensure that the door
swing-arc is not obstructed by the mixer or other fixtures. On the 900x900 models the mixer must be installed
clear of the opened door path.

DRILLING AND CUTTING DURACRYL

Small holes can be drilled with a twist drill, but the cutting edge MUST be backed off with an oil stone (the sharp

edge dulled). Large holes must be drilled with a hole saw.
Maximum drill size : 12 mm. Drill speeds: 6 mm x 1800 RPM; 12 mm x 900 RPM.

If for any reason the Duracryl requires cutting, use a fine tooth hacksaw and proceed with caution.
Edges can be smoothed with a second-cut file and medium-fine sandpaper. If the surface of the Duracryl happens
to be damaged, it can be restored by polishing with an appropriate compound.

1) For shower over bath, identify the type of installation required and construct BATH frame in accor-
dance with figures 1 below. Englefield recommends installing double studs to fix the wall retainers to.
A typical shower enclosure timber frame is shown in figures 2. For the framing of bath tubs and screens,
please refer to the installation guide supplied with the product.

2) Fix wall board to the studs.
The wall board surface must be flat & plumb.

3) Check the fit of the wall liner The corner must l?e square.

CONSTRUCTION REQUIREMENTS - SIDE RECESSED (SHOWER)

1) For symmetrical shower enclosures (e.g. 1000 x 1000 corner or 900 x 900 x 900 alcove), the acrylic
liner is reversible. Decide on which wall will have the shelving encroach the framing cavity space and
ensure there is no interference or obstructions (e.g. plumbing, electrical wires, insulation).

2) The Side Recessed Shower Wall Liner is designed to be compatible with standard 45 x 90 mm deep
framing with vertical studs at 400 mm or 600 mm centres.
Ensure horizontal support nogs that reinforce the wall installation behind the Wall Recess area
are built as shown in figure 5a.

It is also recommended that an additional nog be placed approximately 150 mm up from the floor to
assist with wallboard fixing.

3) Trial fit the wallboard and mark the cavities for cutting as shown in figure 5a.

4) Carefully cut the wallboard and fix to the stud in positions.

1) The acrylic liner is reversible for left or right hand installations. Decide on the orientation of the bath
(i.e. which wall will have the shelving encroach the framing cavity space) and ensure there is no
interference or obstructions (e.g. plumbing, electrical wires etc).

2) Construct timber framing as shown in figure 5b. The Side Recessed Bath Wall Liner is designed
to be compatible with standard 45 x 90 mm deep framing with vertical studs at 400 mm or 600
mm centres. It is required that nogs are positioned to support each shelf and strengthen the wall
installation. Bath heights differ so adjust nog positioning on a case by case basis. Do this by
measuring the distance from bottom of the liner to the underside of each shelf and marking the
wall at the corresponding height up from bath sill.

3) Trial fit the wallboard and mark the cavities.

4) Carefully cut the wallboard and fix to the studs in positions.

CONSTRUCTION REQUIREMENTS - SIDE RECESSED WALL

1. PREPARING WALL AND SPACE

Ensure the shower tray or bath tub is installed correctly,
as detailed in the installation guide supplied with the
product. Peel back protective film of the tiling bead of
shower tray or bath in order to make a water tight seal
possible.

Ensure the surface of tray or bath tub is protected during
installation, and no debris can get into the waste hole.
For bath tubs use a drop cloth.

IMPORTANT: Remove all residue & debris from
the trays or bath upstands before proceeding.

For shower trays, select appropriate size, then cut base
protector from back of shower tray carton. Place itin
shower tray as per figure 6.

For moulded shower walls, the pattern must be marked on both wall board and rear of Duracryl liner.
Refer to figures below for both patterns: « Corner Contour & Corner Contour Plus Wall - Figure 12.
» Side Recessed Wall - Figure 13.

At this stage it is essential that the back side of the Duracryl wall and the surface of the wall board are wiped
clean with a damp cloth. This will ensure that all dust is removed from both surfaces and provide a clean
surface for the adhesive. Allow both surfaces to dry before adhesive application.

Press firmly back into the corner to ensure
that the wall makes full contact with the
corner along its entire length.

Press into corners first, then press toward
edges. Use a soft clean cloth to press firmly
and remove any rippling along glue lines.
